IRM in collaboration with SAFWCO (as the lead organization) 
stepped into the second year of implementation of the 
Accelerated Action Plan for Reduction of Stunting and Mal-
nutrition in the Sindh project. The project now has a remain-
ing target of 11 districts to conduct awareness sessions and 
field-based capacity building activities for women and the 
families on the importance of livestock for improved nutrition 
for young children, adolescent girls and pregnant women. 
During the month of February 33 monitoring visits were con-
ducted by the IRM Manager and awareness sessions were 
attended by the manager. To date, 91% of the project 
targets have been achieved. Furthermore, follow-up was 
also conducted on the field reporting & documentation 
along with the financial receivables along with planning and 
coordination activities with the key experts.
